8. One large metal mixing spoon

9. Five thermometers - can be computer based to measure the temperature of the liquid (freezing point in degrees Celsius) 
10. Five 250 ml measuring cups or five 500 ml measuring cups 
11. One box each of five different varieties of salt- lite, regular, kosher, rock, sea, 

12. Two bags of ice

13. One large box of latex gloves 

14. One can opener
