Foldable Directions

1.  
Stack four sheets of paper in front of you so the short sides are at the top.

2.
Slide the top sheet up so about 2 cm of the next sheet shows.  Slide each sheet up

so about 2 cm of the next sheet shows.

3.
Fold the sheets top to bottom to form eight tabs.  Staple along the top fold.
4.
Label the tabs Electromagnetic Spectrum, Radio Waves, Microwaves, 
Infrared Rays,

Visible Light, Ultraviolet Light, X Rays, and Gamma Rays.

Electromagnetic Spectrum:  
range of electromagnetic waves with different 








frequencies and wavelengths.
Radio Waves: 
 lowest-frequency electromagnetic waves that carry the least amount of 




energy and are used in most forms of telecommunications technology -- 




such as TVs, telephones, and radios.
Microwaves:  
small radio waves with a higher frequency and shorter wavelength.  They 




are used to transmit some cellular phone calls and to heat food..
Infrared Rays:  
electromagnetic wave that is sensed as heat and is emitted by almost 





every 
object.
Visible Light:  
electromagnetic waves that can be seen with your eyes.
Ultraviolet Light:  electromagnetic waves with higher frequencies and shorter wavelengths 




than visible light.
X Rays: 

high-energy electromagnetic wave that is highly penetrating.
Gamma Rays:
highest-frequency, most penetrating electromagnetic wave.
