Note: Some tags can include “attributes” to provide more specifics. Three examples are:
<BODY BGCOLOR= “YELLOW” TEXT= “BLUE”> gives a yellow background and a blue text color in the body.

<TABLE WIDTH=650 HEIGHT=500 BORDER=10 BORDERCOLOR= “BLUE” CELLSPACING=5 CELLPADDING=5> creates a table 650 pixels (dots) wide, 500 pixels high, provides a 10-pixel blue border, spaces each cell 5 pixels apart and “pads” the content of each cell 5 pixels within the cell’s borders.

<FONT SIZE=7 COLOR= “GREEN”> gives a larger font size, green in color.

Tags used to provide a hyperlink (includes the attribute of HREF= “(URL)” to provide the location or address of the link. For example: <A HREF= “http://www.muw.edu”>MUW Home Page</A> gives the link to MUW.

<IMG SRC= “(URL)”> Used to insert a picture or graphic image from the given URL

<H1> </H1> through <H6> </H6> give “headings” from small (H1) to large (H6)
