Catalog Description:

The study of motor development and correlates of motor skill acquisition. Included are the
psychological, sociological and physiological factors which affect the rate and manner in which motor
skills are learned.

Course Description:

The purpose of the course is to prepare students in exercise science and physical education majors to
acquire a knowledge base of motor development and behavior across the lifespan. The student will
develop a competency in understanding the process of motor development from infancy to adulthood, the
changes that occur in the ability to move, the stages that underlie these changes, and the factors that
produce them.

Goals and Objectives:
After completing the requirements of this course, students will:

1. Identify and describe age-related changes that take place during an individual’s lifespan.

2. Define and apply terminology used in motor development literature.

3. Identify and discuss theoretical perspectives of motor development.

4. Identify research methodology used for understanding the developmental processes.

5. Discuss and apply ways in which physical growth and maturation are assessed.

6. ldentify genetic and environmental factors that influence both normal and abnormal embryonic, fetal,
and postnatal growth.

7. ldentify and describe the reflexive movements evident in the first months of  life.

8. Describe how the reflexive skills emerge into voluntary movements in later months of life.

9. ldentify motor milestones in the infant.

10. Describe qualitative changes in locomotive skills in childhood.

11. Describe qualitative changes in skill performance that occur during pre-adolescence and
adolescence.

12. Describe the qualitative changes in skills including jumping, throwing, kicking, striking, rolling,
catching, that occur in childhood.
