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Dr. Byrne presented a poster session at the ASHA convention in  
Los Angeles with Dr. Harmon and Ms. Hanson on the relationship 
between phonological awareness and phonetic transcription.  
Ms. Burlingame was also an author on this study but did not attend 
ASHA. The participating students in Dr. Byrne’s phonetics class last 
year were administered three subtests of the Comprehensive Test 
of Phonological Processing:  2nd Edition (CTOPP-2) and had their 
hearing screened by the first year graduate students.  
The relationships between the scores on these CTOPP-2 subtests 
and the students’ grades on the transcription parts of the phonetics 
tests administered to the entire class were examined. As expected, 
there was a relationship. The effect of a phonological awareness 
intervention program was also examined. These results did not  
reach statistical significance but did suggest that the students  
who attended more training sessions generally improved the most  
in transcription. Hopefully, future research involving a larger number  
of students will demonstrate a statistically significant result.
