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At around 11:15 today an incident occurred at Painter Hall. A contractor sustained injuries
and was transported to Baptist Memorial Hospital-Golden Triangle.

The well-being of the contractor is our immediate priority, and the university is working close-
ly with emergency services.

The extent of his injuries is unknown at this time.

Our thoughts and prayers are with the contractor, and we ask that his privacy, as well as his
family’s privacy, be respected during this challenging time.

W-Alert Reminder: In the event that a situation arises, either on or off campus,
that constitutes an ongoing or continuing threat, a campus wide “timely warning”
will be issued. The warning will be issued through the University’s text messaging
system called W-Alert to students, faculty and staff.
